Banner Making

Event Rules
This is a required event if you are going for the “Cup”

1. There will be one banner making squad per company.  Team will consist of two to four people, no gender restriction but 50% must be company employees.  Teams will be allowed three and one half hours to complete the banner.  One company banner will represent organizations with one team or multiple teams entered in the Corporate Cup event (i.e., company A will have one banner for its three teams.)  The team will then march the banner in during opening ceremony.

2. The banner should represent the company and its participation in the Corporate Cup.

3. The participants may use any materials on the banners they wish.  This is a “no holds barred” event – be creative as you like!
4. The YMCA will provide:

a. Blank banner with grommets and hooks.  

b. Plastic Surface to position under banner prior to drawing.

5. The artists will walk with their banner during the opening ceremonies.

Each Company will be issued their banner material when they check in.  The banner material will be a white vinyl material that is approximately 42” wide and 6 feet in length.  

  The judges will be looking at three components.  The team with the most points in a category will win that category in your Division.

The banners will be judged on the following categories:

a. Originality – design creativity (did something no one else did, went the extra step)
b. Most Technical – precision and skill

c. Overall design – attractive, eye-catching

In addition, the banner must display the words “YMCA Corporate Cup 2010” and the Company Name.
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
